(Please throw away all lids and rinse con-
tainers. NO BAGS! empty  material from 

plastic or paper bags) 
 

NEWSPAPER and MAGAZINES 
• Newspapers  
• Slick, glossy magazines 

 
(NO books or telephone books) 

(Staples and paperclips are okay.  No 
neon or bright paper) 

 

CARDBOARD 

• Corrugated cardboard 

• Brown paper bags 
no  WAX!, file folders, paperboard (soda, 

cereal, and beer boxes) 

UNRECYCLABLE ITEMS 
 

Waxed paper, waxed cardboard, PVC, juice boxes, ceramics, file folders, manila envelops, paperboard (Cereal, soda, 
and beer boxes), neon or bright-colored paper.
